Through their representatives on the IMA Industrial Advisory Board, corporate scientists and engineers 
can be involved with IMA program planning, starting at the early planning stages, when there is plenty of 
opportunity for influence. 

Member corporations often co-sponsor workshops at the IMA in areas of interest to the company. 

In addition to awareness, corporate scientists and engineers may tap into a set-aside travel fund (up to 
$3,000 per year) to participate in IMA programs. 

Participating Corporations may cosponsor a postdoctoral researcher through the IMA Industrial Postdoc 
program.  The cost to fund the postdoc is split between the IMA and the company; the postdoc spends 
50% effort on company projects.  The IMA has extensive experience in intellectual property protection. 

Participating Corporations are offered the opportunity to recruit graduate students from the Minnesota 
Center for Industrial Mathematics (MCIM) for summer internships, and to explore collaboration with the 
Center’s faculty. 

Researchers from Participating Corporations may present problems to graduate students, postdocs, and 
mathematical scientists at the Seminar on Industrial Problems run jointly by the IMA and MCIM.  This is 
an opportunity to initiate collaboration, and to recruit students for internships, and postdocs for 
permanent positions. 

Corporations may send their scientists and engineers to mentor a team of graduate students in the IMA 
Mathematical Modeling in Industry workshop.  This is valuable opportunity to obtain fresh approaches to 
a research problem and a great recruiting opportunity as well.
